Ovarian cancer is the deadliest of gynecologic cancers and the fifth leading
cause of cancer-related death among women. The mortality rate has barely
improved since the “War on Cancer” was declared in 1971. Its symptoms are

often subtle and easily mistaken for other, more common problems. For
these reasons, increased awareness is critical.

Hearing personal accounts from ovarian cancer survivors helps put a face
and voice to the disease. This not only illustrates the real life subtleties of
its symptoms and the often delayed path to diagnosis but also makes the

information especially memorable. The purpose of SPEAK is to raise
awareness of the disease and increase the public’s understanding of

ovarian cancer symptoms so women seek medical advice sooner.
